ISEP is a special program that explores Japan through both on-campus and off-campus
activities. Participants are offered various experiences, including school visits,
excursions to downtown areas, and hands-on activities in arts and sports, all designed
to enrich immersive learning. Additionally, participants engage in an Individual Study
project and produce a paper in English with a guidance by a supervisory professor.
Topics range from social and cultural issues to arts, education, sciences, and other
subjects of interest. ISEP also offers a diverse selection of Japanese language courses
as well as English-taught courses examining various academic fields such as pedagogy,
humanities, social sciences, natural sciences, arts, and sports.

Completion Requirements: A total of 12 credits per semester (in addition to 2 credits
for ISEP Seminar and 1 credit for Individual Study, students can take courses in the
Japanese language or ISEP courses conducted in English, depending on their major,
interests, and language proficiency.
