Campus life includes a vibrant student union
facility; a host of volunteer opportunities; and over 700 social, sport, hobby, travel,
and religious clubs.

Incoming exchange students are also eligible to apply for work on campus. UConn
Storrs is located in the rolling hills of northeastern Connecticut, 3 hours from New
York, 1.5 hours from Boston, and 1 hour from Providence, Rhode Island. Hartford,
the capital of Connecticut, is only 30 minutes from the campus and offers numer-
ous cultural, athletic, and social attractions.
